The Gilbert Indians football team had a terrific 8-1 record last season. 
Coach Chad Leaphart has his team poised for even more success this 
year. Better eat your Wheaties when playing Gilbert, because they play 
a no huddle, up tempo offense that doesn’t give opposing defenses a 

chance to catch their breath. Gilbert’s offense uses multiple formations to keep 
the defense guessing. Coach Leaphart designs their offense specifically for the 
strengths of his players and the positive results have been amazing.

The Indians are led by senior tight end Gray Leaphart who creates a mis-
match for most opponents. His quarterback, Chance Jennings is a junior gun-
slinger who will look to move the ball down the field efficiently. In addition to 
Leaphart, Jennings will fire the ball to wide receiver Gage Gunter to keep the 
first down chains moving for the Indians.
